Animal Showing Health Requirements

If you plan on showing your project animal, now is the time to review the latest
health requirements for fairs!

The 2023 MA Animal Health Regulations for Fairs & Shows are now on-line on
the MA 4-H website on each species page along with the New England Fairs
Health Requirements.

Poultry Exhibitors - You will need to have your flock tested and banded prior to
the first show.

Animal Verification Forms

Now is the time to print off your Animal Verification and Lease Forms to plan for the upcoming show season.
Animal Verification Forms are to be completed for all livestock, dogs, and horses that you plan to show at a
4-H fair, dog academies, and/or Big E 4-H Shows. Note: Lambs and kids born after June 15t are still eligible
to show based on your fair's requirements, but you will still need to file a Verification Form on them once
they are born.

Verification forms for Goat, Sheep,
Llama, Alpaca and Swine, Dog are due to your county/regional 4-H office by June 15t.
